Energy Attachments

In the cleansing work I do in my practice, it is
sometimes necessary to distinguish between
different types of energetic “leeches.”  The most
common of these is what I call the energy
attachment, a negative thought form that has taken
root in the body in direct response to a traumatic
event or period.

As discussed in two previous columns, most
people accumulate two to four of these attachments
during the trials and tribulations of a normal
lifetime.  A less common but still prevalent type of
energetic leech is the entity or walk-in spirit.
Entities are usually the spirits of individuals who
committed suicide or suffered another type of
tragedy and are caught between worlds—between
heaven and earth so to speak.

Entities usually have some form of addition—to
sex, drugs, gambling, violence, etc.—and therefore
search for a host (i.e. a human being) who will
engage in those activities.  Individuals who maintain
a strong spiritual practice focused on love and light
are rarely susceptible to entities.  However, those
who use drugs, engage in casual sex, drink excessive
amounts of alcohol and/or abuse their bodies in
some other way are very susceptible to entities.  In
effect, entities flock to these types of people and
attach themselves, driving their “hosts” to more self-
destructive behavior.

What should you do if you suspect you have
an entity or entities?  First, contact a professional
who has extensive experience in clearing people of
entities and make an appointment.  Next, if you
suffer from an addiction, commit to joining a
treatment program such as Alcoholics Anonymous,
Overeaters Anonymous or any of the host of twelve-
step programs available to you at no cost.  (You can
find the telephone number for the appropriate
program in your phone book or ask for it from your
local mental health center.)  Lastly, know that you
are a beloved child of the Divine, and you have a
purpose to fulfill on this planet.  Releasing these
entities and entering an appropriate recovery program
will help you find that purpose and make it happen!

Last week I received word that my 55-year-old

sister Dolly was found dead in her home.  My
brother had told me that he was taking her for a
biopsy since some suspicious shadows had been
seen around her bronchioles and liver.  He also
mentioned that her voice sounded very hoarse,
much like my father’s had been before he died of
lung cancer.

I called Dolly a few days before the biopsy
was scheduled.  She did not answer the phone; so
I left a message saying “…focus on the most
positive outcome” and “I love you.” When I spoke
with my mother later, she said Dolly mentioned
that I had called, but she didn’t pick up the phone
because she was having so much difficulty
talking.

She evidently died about 4 days after the
biopsy never having received the results.  Cause of
death is unknown and, although the autopsy
showed that she had liver cancer, it was not the
cause of death.

Why am I telling you this?
I told a long-time dear friend recently that I

loved her.  I explained that I was doing so
partially because of an interview I had seen with
Maria Shriver in which she said that we should
never miss an opportunity to tell the people we
care for that we love them.  She had learned that
all too often lives are cut short with no warning.

So I will say the same thing to you.  Please tell
the people you care about that you love them.

I don’t know why I was led to leave this
message for my sister.  She and I did not have the
kind of relationship that included exchanging
statements of love for each other.  But some
stirring or intuition led me to say the words to her
at that moment….and I honored that intuition.

I am so grateful that the last words she ever
heard from me were…”I love you.”

Dr. Mikao Usui learned many lessons about
humanity in his early days of treating the
residents of the Beggar’s Quarter of Kyoto,
Japan.  From his experience, he developed what
is known as the five Reiki Principles or Precepts.
These are basic concepts that are not founded on
any dogma or religion.  They are simple rules of
living that open the heart and allow healing.

The first of these principles is “Just for
Today, I Will Let Go of Anger.”  Anger is an
emotion, a feeling that we experience when
things don’t go like we expect, people do things
we don’t agree with and when we are hurt by
our own or another’s actions.  Because we are
human, we all feel anger.  Sometimes we express
it in appropriate ways and sometimes we don’t.
Many times we can look back on a situation and
realize why we and the other party were drawn
together to experience whatever it was that
caused the anger.  Every experience is a mirror
of something going on within us.  By
acknowledging the source of the anger
within oneself, spiritual consciousness
can be raised to a higher  understanding.
Usui was not advocating denying or
suppressing anger but rather
acknowledging it, facing it, feeling it
and then letting go of it.

In his book, Facing The Fire: Experiencing and
Expressing Anger Appropriately, John Lee writes,
“But anger can be dealt with successfully only
when the mind and the body, which are more
interdependent than we know, are in a balanced
relationship.  This balanced relationship means
that both assert their rightful claims: the body to
feeling and expressing feeling, and the mind to
interpreting and evaluating.”  Once we have
done this, our reward is spiritual growth and
insight.

Primary Directives of the Unconscious Mind -
Part One

Hypnosis dates back to ancient religious
practices, such as sleep temples in Egypt, where
suggestions in the form of affirmations were
repeated through the night, and ancient rituals
like fire walking and body piercing.

The unconscious mind’s domain is vast and
yet integral. Its function is primarily involuntary
and automatic with certain directives it
performs.  These directives include:

1. Store and Organize Memories: All unconscious
and subconscious information is formulated
from memories.  Individuals store each
experience they have through the conscious
mind’s filters, which include generalization,
deletion and distortion.

2. Store and Operate Emotions: Emotions are
generally created from significant experiences
which are then stored metaphorically as
memories unconsciously.  Emotions are attached
to memories causing behavior.  Hypnotherapy
can help benefit in changing the unconscious
emotions and making these memories available
in the waking state.

3. Operate and Preserve the Physical Body: This
is done by the unconscious mind with thought,
which neurologists refer to as the gray matter in
the brain.

DNA Activation

Of all the work I do, people ask most often for an
explanation of DNA Healing Techniques.  These
include two DNA Activations, DNA Reading and
DNA Healing.  Activation is always the first step.  It
allows us to access our own DNA—that Divine spark
within—to bring about self-healing and self-mastery
and hasten the journey into higher consciousness.

The Rhine Research Center is a parapsychology
laboratory which was originally founded in the
psychology department at Duke University.  Located
in Durham across from Duke University, the Center
is now a separate non-profit research facility and
continues to be dedicated to the understanding of
psychic phenomena and to the exploration of the
unusual types of experiences that suggest capabilities
as yet unrecognized in the domain of human
potential.  Research at the Rhine laboratories has
progressed from efforts to prove that psychic abilities
exist to achieving a better understanding of the
fundamental processes that underlie these abilities.

In order to further our understanding of these
important areas of human potential, the Rhine focuses
on two primary areas of research: Extrasensory
Perception (ESP) and Psychokinesis (PK, or the direct
action of mind on matter).  One of the current topics
under investigation at the Rhine is the possibility of a
genetic link in psychic ability.  Does ESP run in
families?  Researchers are actively looking for
biologically linked pairs—parent/child or siblings—
to take part in an ESP study designed to explore this
topic.  This research is being headed by Dr. Kathy
Dalton and interested parties should contact her at
the Rhine Center for further information.

Researchers are also interested in furthering our
understanding of the intuitive process in younger
children between the ages of 5 and 10.  Drawing on a
wealth of reports by parents and teachers on the
apparent ability of children to produce information
that they could not have obtained through our known
five senses, the Rhine Center is currently conducting a
study exploring intuition in children.  Interested
parents should contact Bob Bourgeois at the Rhine
Center for more information.

Another exciting area of study is the connection
between creativity and ESP, and the Center is looking
for musicians, artists and actors to volunteer for this
research.  Research by other laboratories world wide
has indicated that creative people do very well in ESP
research, and the Rhine is working to understand
what makes this population so unique in its response.
