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Each human being is a microcosm of the larger world—
we are both material and mystical—and our efforts to find
and maintain our own inner equilibrium reverberate and
affect the world at large. When we are in relative balance,
we have enormous potential for manifesting creative good.

In our modern world, though, an overpowering emphasis
on the material upsets our optimal balance and consequently
the balance of the planet; we see this in the myriad
environmental, social, and political issues of our time. Many
of us have been pulled away from the mystical side of our
natures.

Susan Reintjes will teach us some simple techniques for
gaining (or regaining) our material–mystical balance. When
we enjoy the natural lightness of being that is inherent to
each of us, we are able to alter and heal the larger imbalance
of the planet.

For every aspect of our lives, we can learn how to “take
out the trash”: clearing out piles in our homes, dispelling old
emotional patterns, activating stagnant meridians in our
physical bodies, and using our breath to access our “spiritual
mountaintops.” Most important, we can get in touch with the
obstacles keeping us in habitual patterns of procrastination
and attachment. Often the key to getting unstuck is to
acknowledge the weaker areas of our natures, so we’ll label
one weak area and make a plan for strengthening it to move us
forward and away from stress and drama. (Bring paper and a
writing instrument for this exercise!)
